An absorbing account of a leftist guerilla’s
arrest prior to the Islamic revolution and his
experience in prison.

Circle - Directed by Jayr Panahi, Iran, 2000,
90 mins. Banned by the Iranian government,
this is a critical and extremely powerful yIm
about women who suffer from unjust laws.

Close Up - Directed by Abbas Kiarostami,
Iran, 1990, 100 mins.

An Iranian yimmaker blurs the lines between
documentary and narrative ylm, with some
footage from actual events and real people as
“actors.”

Color of Paradise - Directed by Majid Majidi,
Iran, 1999, 91 mins.

A blind boy is given up by his father and taken
out of school to apprentice with a carpenter.
Although the ylm is probably intended to be
religious from the Islam point of view, we can
ynd in it our own brand of spirituality.

Day Break - Directed by Hamid Rahmanian,
Iran, 2006, 85 mins.

Since the Islamic Revolution in Iran, capital
punishment is carried out according to

Islamic law, which gives the family of the victim
ownership of the offender’s life.

The Day | Became a Woman - Directed by
Marziyeh Meshkini, Iran, 2005, 78 mins.
Elegant minimalism and eloquence of this
ylm depict the fundamental issues of Iranian
society and the role of women with painful
clarity.
